Here, on the foothill of Pieria, between the villages of Vergina and Palatitsia, the Macedonians
established their capital, Aeges, defining in this way the region of Imathia as the heart of

the Macedonian Kingdom, that is the administrative, political, religious and geographical
center of the state. Due to the excavations of Manolis Andronikos, the acropolis, the imposing
palace with its beautiful mosaic floors, the ancient theatre where King Phillip IT was
assassinated in 336 BC, the sanctuary of the goddess Eucleia, who was worshipped here and
many more buildings were brought to light. It is here, in the very same place, where the king’s
son, Alexander the Great, was once proclaimed king and two years later went towards his
great expedition to Asia.

Next to River Tripatamos, that crosses the northwestern part of the Lown, spreads

the Jewish Quarter of Barbouta.

Here, in the western part of the town, time changes and turns back to the period when
Barhouta was a closed quarter where the Jews of Veroia lived. Built in a triangular shape,
the quarter is unique in Europe. Olganou street, a cobblestone with the old houses rising
on left and right creating a defense wall, is the center of the quarter. Exceptional mansions
adorn the picturesque district with their magnificence. Jewish inscriptions, decorated

with flowers and garlands, are a characteristic of these mansions.

The Byzantine Museum of Veria, housed in the restored mill of Markos, displays unique
exhibits from the Byzantine period not only of Imathia but also of the wider area of Western
Macedonia. Worth noticing are the portable icons eriginating from the Byzantine churches
of Veria; many of them are artistically related to Constantinople, a fact that suggests

the artistic relations cultivated between the Byzantine capital city and Veria.

Valuable Byzantine and post-Byzantine works of art are kept in the Byzantine Museum

of Veria. Portable icons, extracted murals, mosaic floors, inscriptions and manuscripts,
tomb findings and pottery items are permanently exhibited in the museum.

Near the village of Kastania Panagia Soumela, the spiritual center of the Pontian
Hellenism, is found. The building complex comprises of two churches, guesthouses and

a restaurant in the service of the pilgrims. An important relic of the rich museum collection
of the Foundation is the Cross, which contains a large part of wood from the Holy Cross,
and belonged to the Comnenoi imperial treasury, The Cross was donated to the Monastery
in the 14th century by emperor Manuel 11 Crand Comnenus. Other relics include

a Manuscript Gospel, dated to 644 AD, an embroidered epitaph dated to 1738, and a number
of holy vessels, vestments, and ecclesiastical books which are found in the museum
collection of Panagia Soumela.

The archaeological space where the School of Aristotle is found, is almost two and a half
kilometers ftom the city, next to the natural spring of Kefalari in the northern side of

the communal road leading from Kepanos to Naoussa. The region where the school is located,
although widely known from the middles of the 19th century thanks to the French traveler
Delacoulonche, it remained inaccessible due to its dense vegetation up to 1965, when it was
brought to light by the professor of archaeology Fatis Petsas and is being studied ever since.
The archaeologist managed to identify successfully through an extensive study of the existing
written sources of Plutarhus and Pliny and based on topographic observations, this particular
point as the Schaol of Aristotle.

Aliakmonas was the river of ancient Macedonians, the one they followed on moving from
Upper Macedonia towards the sea. The river was worshipped for its clear waters to which
the plain of Imathia owed its fertility. It was often that Alexander passed the river as

he was traveling between Vergina and Pella and today, an old passage is called, as tradition
has it, "Alexander’s bridge”, The Aliakmonas bridge, characterized as a hydrobiotope,

Until now, aver than 215 bird species have been recorded in its fertile waters and overgrown
trees, 1/3 of which nests in the region while the others overwinter here or rests for

a while in the riverbanks before they continue their immigrant journey.
