The White Tower, the monument-symbol of Thessaloniki, was the eastern part

of the fortification wall consisting of three towers. It was built in the 15th century,
after the conguest of Thessaloniki by the Turks. It is cylindrical with 33m. height
and diameter of 2z2m. The top floor offers excellent view of the city and sea scenery.
In 1983-1985 it was renovated to be used as exhibition hall and from 2008 hosts
the permanent exhibition about the history of Thessaloniki.

The ruins of the Roman Forum constructed in the late 1st century A.D, also known as
“Ancient Agora” walits for visitors to discover the past. It was a large open area beautifully
decorated with arches, cloisters and fountains, surrounded by elegant buildings of various
functions, displaying the financial prosperity of the city. Being the social, religious and
administrative center of the city, it was connected to all the main streets, like the roman
commercial path of Via Egnatia.

Starting essentially from Agiou Dimitriou Str, you will pass by important menuments,
armong themm UNESCO World Heritage, such as the Vlatadon Monastery, the Alatza
Imaret mosque, the mausoleum of Musa Baba, the Eptapyrgio or Yedi Koule and

the imposing Triangle Tower. This location offers a panoramic image of the city hugging
the sea.

The magnificent Basilica of St. Demetrius is one of the most important early Christion
churches in Thessaloniki. The sacred part of the Saint’s martyrdom the Crypt, is located
beneath the wall of the church. The church of Hagia Sophia, dedicated to Wisdom

of God, was built in the 7th century in imitation of Hagia Sephia in Constantinople.
The Monastery of Saint David, has one of the largest mosaics of paleo-Christian art,
known as Ezekiel's vision.

The 4th-century Roman Emperor Galerius commissioned these two structures as elements
of an imperial precinct linked to his Thessaloniki palace. The impressive Triumphant Arch
(Kamata), is one of the most popular monuments of the Thessalonians and characteristic
meeting point of locals and visitors. It was constructed to commemorate Galerius's victory
over the Persians between the years 295-305 AD. The impasing monument of Rotunda with
the cylindrical structure was built in 306 AD and was intended it te be his mausoleum.

The protection
provided to the region is due to its accession to the Ramsar Convention in 1971 as an area
of International Importance and to its integration into the Natura zooo network.

Cemetery keepers, the Mihailovi  [amily - Zeitenlik is an Allied military cemetery and
World War I memorial park in Thessaloniki, the largest military necropolis in the country,
whete 20,500 soldiers of the Entente allies who fought on the Macedonian Front during
the First World War are buried. In Agios Athanasios area of Thessaloniki were found many
Macedonian tombs, of great archaealegical value. In the center of the tumulus was found
a monumental Macedonian tomb dating back to the late gth century BC.
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
